Note: Payments are accepted any time in any amount, as long as the minimum amount due ($800 or $1,600) is paid by each of the due dates. 
 
If you have been approved for financial aid (FA) or are applying for FA, you must give a copy of your award letter to the Housing Office no later 
than July 31, 2009 otherwise you’re still responsible for making your own down payment prior to check – in. If the award letter or down payment is 
not received by July 31, 2009 you will forfeit your occupancy to someone on the waiting list. Out of state students are required to make the down 
payment regardless of financial aid approval, due to higher out of state tuition costs. Dorm fees are split by semester for payment purposes only 
for residents on financial aid. The chart below gives an example of dorm fees due and financial aid entitlements. You will not receive any funds from 
financial aid, if due any, until the District is completely paid for “all” charges each semester. This means you’ll have out of pocket expenses up front 
and you’ll need money for food, entertainment etc... Financial aid should only be considered a secondary means of making dormitory fee payments.
